I. INTRODUCTION:

The Central Footwear Training Centre (Presently CFTI), Agra the premier Institute of its kind
in the country, came into being in 1963, with the assistance of Ford Foundation. The erstwhile CFTC
was conducting 18 month "Advanced Footwear Technology Course" and practical oriented need
based short-term courses. The CFTC had trained approx.1280 candidates, which included foreign
nationals from Mauritious & Nepal etc.

The departmentally run Central Footwear Training Centre was converted into autonomous
organisation (A Govt. of India Society under the purview of Small Industries Development
Organisation, Ministry of Industry) w.e.f. 1.1.1996 for better functional autonomy and was renamed as
"Central Footwear Training Institute". The Institute is modernised with UNDP assistance under the
National Leather Development Programme and is fully equipped with State-of-the-art machinery to .
impart training in the modern methods of Footwear manufacturing.

The Institute is mainly conducting " Two Yeaor Diploma Course in Footwear Design &
Production Technology™ based on the syllabus of Textile Institute, London, UK. The Textile Institute
moderates the examinations and the same institute also awards the diploma. The candidates passing
out from this Institute are well accepted by the Industries. Major footwear companies carry out even
campus recruitment. Beside, the Institute has also been conducting one year specialised course in
footwear designing, namely as "FOOTWEAR DESIGN & PRODUCT DEVELOPMENT" since 1998 to
meet the dire need of the manpower by the industry in the relevant field,

The training is provided as per the syllabus of Textile Institute, U.K. which not only includes
techniques of modern shoe making but also provides studies in Marketing Management, Costing,
Production Management, Stores & Purchase Management etc.

During this year a project has been undertaken from Rural Non-Farm Development Agency for
Development of Artisans of Dholpur area of Rajasthan. The project has heen successfully completed
on 10.2.2000 under which each artisan was supplied with 8 pairs of PVC Shoe Lasts & 30 Design
Patterns. The artisans were benefited to a great extent through this project by demonstrating high

degree of competence in the Design & Pattern Cutting area with a practical skill required to be
attained in the field to develop a good and saleable design/shoe as an end product,

V. COMMON FACILITY SERVICES:

As the Institute is equipped with the most modern state-of-the-art machinery, job work is
undertaken on regular basis from wvarious industries. The Institute could earn a revenue of
Rs.2,49,115/-from the job work during the year under report. Realising the utility of the workshop of
the Institute more & more small scale industries are likely to approach CFTI for job work.

V. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENTAL ACTIVITIES:

Training, Research and Development are all continuous process and are well taken care of in
this Institute. During the period under this report, the Institute had developed several new shoe
designs. These efforts have brought laurels to this institute as the best design award was given away
to CFTI at the International Leather Fair at Chennai during January/February, 2000 by the Hon'ble
Minister of Commerce, Govt. of India. Beside, NIFT, ITPO, CLE, CLRI and other footwear training
institutions and organisations also appreciated the designs. Besides, the Institute had also participated
in the leather fair 'LEXPO XXV Calcutta organised by Indian Leather Technologists Association
(ILTA) during Feb.,2000 and won the best design award as well as the award for the best pavillion
